What does this milestone mean? 

Approval means the U.S. Food and Drug Administration 

(FDA) announced it has granted approval to PIC for the 

gene edit used in its PRRS-resistant pig, determining that 

the technology is safe and effective. 
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Gaining FDA Approval 
For us and this product, approval does not equal commercialization 

• FDA approval means PIC 
is legally allowed to sell 
PRRS-resistant pigs.

• PIC is currently 
developing pricing and 
commercialization plans. 

Regulatory Updates: 

• Approval does not equal 
commercialization. 

• PIC will not commercialize in the 
U.S. until at least 2026, after 
gaining necessary approvals in key 
pork markets like Canada, Japan 
and Mexico.

• PIC has already received positive 
determinations from Colombia, Brazil, 
Dominican Republic and Argentina.

Regulatory Strategy
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An important question: how will PRRS-resistant pigs impact global market dynamics? 

What is the Market Impact of Adopting PRRS-
resistant pigs? 

To answer the question, PIC commissioned research by Dr. Jayson Lusk, Vice 
President and Dean of the Division of Agricultural Sciences and Natural Resources 
(OSU Agriculture) and Regents Professor at Oklahoma State University.

Dr. Lusk constructed an economic model, linking supply and demand and its impact 
on global trade. 

Broad findings: input costs decrease more than pork prices, leading to increased 
profitability.

Research conducted by Circana, 2025 

How likely are Americans to purchase gene-edited pork?

U.S. Consumers 

87% 
purchase likelihood

Overall, consumers gave gene-edited pork an 87% purchase likelihood, 
meaning there is a very high likelihood of them purchasing the product.

Compared to Circana’s normative benchmarks for the food category, 
gene-edited pork received an above average purchase likelihood score.

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A few consistent questions

When will the EverThriveTM PRRS-resistant pig be available? 
• We are targeting initial U.S. commercial sales in 2026, but regulatory timelines can vary.

When can we have more detailed discussions on price? 
• We are finalizing various aspects of our commercialization model in the coming weeks and will likely begin those 

discussions over the next couple of months. 

Who will get first access?
• Because the PRRS-resistant gene is homozygous-recessive, PIC will prioritize full program customers upon 

commercialization. 

Do other genetics companies have this technology? 
• PIC is open to licensing the technology and continues to have conversations with others about licensing.
